Dear TAS TK-5 Parents/Guardians,

On behalf of the faculty and staff of The Accelerated School, | want to remind you that, during these unpredictable
times, we are here for you, and we are excited for the day when we’ll eventually be able to welcome you back to
campus. We are appreciative of all of our students who have made the successful transition to distance learning,
and we are thankful for your patience as we’ve adapted to this new style of instruction.

During this period of school closure, one of the most complex issues we’ve faced is the question of how to issue
student scores during this semester. We recognize that the transition to distance learning has not been easy for
many of our students, despite our outreach and our extensive efforts to ensure that every student has access to a
tablet, Chromebook and internet connectivity. Because of the countless challenges during this period of time, we
have concluded that a traditional grading system is not appropriate for the current semester. Instead, we will
implement the following grading policy:

For the Spring 2020 semester, The Accelerated Schools will only have two options for final grades: “Pass”
or “Incomplete.”

Students will receive a “Pass” or “Incomplete” in Grades TK-5. Students with incomplete will have a parent meeting
to determine a plan of support for their child. Students who receive an incomplete will be required to participate

in extended learning opportunities over the summer. Our goal is to ensure that every student as well as parents
have a clear understanding of exactly what is expected. We will, of course, exercise flexibility in implementing this
policy. This policy will not negatively impact students’ grade point averages or academic records.

If you’d like to learn more about this policy and the other steps we’ve taken to support our students, please join
me for our first remote Parent Town Hall Meeting. The English Parent Town Hall will take place on Tuesday, May
5th at 5:00pm. The Spanish session will be on Thursday, May 7th at 5:00pm.

Estimados padres y familias de TAS TK-5,

En nombre del personal docente y el personal clasificado The Accelerated Schools (TAS por sus siglas en ingles),
quiero recordarles que, durante este periodo impredecible, estamos aqui para ustedes, y nos emociona el dia en
que eventualmente podamos darle la bienvenida a nuestro plantel escolar. Agradecemos a todos nuestros
estudiantes quienes han logrado una transicion exitosa a la ensefianza a distancia y agradecemos su paciencia a
medida que nos adaptamos a este nuevo estilo de instruccién.

Durante este periodo de cierre escolar, una de nuestras cuestiones complejas que enfrentamos fue la cuestién de
como otorgar calificaciones durante este semestre. Reconocemos que la transicion a la ensefianza a distancia no
ha sido facil para muchos de nuestros estudiantes, a pesar de nuestro alcance y nuestros esfuerzos extensos para
asegurar que cada estudiante tenga acceso a un Chromebook y conexién a internet. Por los incontables retos
durante este periodo de tiempo, hemos concluido que el sistema tradicional para otorgar calificaciones no es
apropiado para el semestre actual. En lugar, implementaremos la siguiente politica de calificaciones:

Para el semestre de primavera de 2020, The Accelerated Schools solo tendrd dos opciones para las
calificaciones finales: “Aprobado” o “Incompleto.”

Los estudiantes recibirdn un “Aprobado” o “Incompleto” en los grados desde Kinder-transicional hasta 52 grado.
Los estudiantes que reciban un “Incompleto” tendran una reunidn con sus padres para determinara un plan de
apoyo para el estudiante. Estudiantes quienes reciban un “Incompleto” sera necesario que participen en las
oportunidades de aprendizaje extendido durante el verano. Nuestra meta es asegura que cada estudiante, asi
como sus padres tengan un claro entendimiento de lo que exactamente se espera. Por supuesto, ejercernos
flexibilidad al implementar esta politica. Esta politica no tendra un impacto negativo en las calificaciones promedio
de los estudiantes o sus expedientes estudiantiles.
